The project includes residential density and parking
incentives, addition of affordable housing, infrastructure and transportation improvements,
retail facade improvements, and the STEM public school. The goal is to update current office
space (public and private) and residential spaces (rental apartments and owner-occupied and
tenant-occupied condominiums and townhomes) to create new growth.
