TARRANT COUNTY PUBLIC HEALTH (TCPH) COVID-19 VACCINATION PROGRAM

In the section below, you will find tables and graphs to illustrate Tarrant County vaccination trends; however, please
note that some of the data below displays doses directly administered by TCPH and does not reflect the total number of
vaccinations administered by contractual and clinical partners. See Appendices A and B for a schedule of vaccination
sites and a breakdown of daily vaccination data.
