In October, 1982, the cities of Bedford
and Hurst opened their first joint senior
center in the Bedford Boys Ranch Park.
The steady growth of seniors in the first
two years indicated the need for expansion.
In 1984, 2,206 square feet were added,
followed in 1997 by an additional 3,000
square feet for a total now of over 10,000
square feet to accommodate the increase.

Some of the classes offered then and now
are ceramics, party bridge, duplicate
bridge, china painting, oil painting, pool,
pinochle, 84, line dancing, Tai Chi, aerobic
exercise and regular dominoes.  The
Monday night dances have always proved
to be very popular with live music and
sometimes records. We offer blood
pressure checks twice a month and the
55-Alive defensive driving classes every

other month. The All Media class presents
a Judged Art Show each year with 20-30
artists showing their talents. Approxi-
mately 2500-2800 seniors attend our
classes and activities each month.

Our covered dish lunches are always

| very well attended, but, due to a lack of

space, we can only have them once or
twice a year. Thanksgiving is our largest
luncheon for the year. We also have
special days such as Hot Dog Day,

Hamburger Day, Chili Day and Ice Cream
and/or Watermelon Day.

We have not been able to offer trips but
do help fill the buses for the other senior
centers’ trips.

In November 2009 the City of Hurst
opened their own senior center and now

In the seven years since it opened, the
Colleyville Public Library has become a
mainstay for many in Colleyville. In 2010,
the library logged 11,410 wvisits and
checked out 244,458 items, including
books, DVDs, CDs, and audio books—
approximately 10.63 items per capita. Its
expansive range of programs and activities
has engendered a devotion to reading,
learning, and imagination within the
Colleyville community that will endure for

generations.

The library and its staff make program-
ming an integral part of library operations,
allowing the library to serve as a cultural
hub for the community. In FY 2010, 320
programs were presented to 17,771
children and adults. These programs
included toddler and pre-school classes,
after-school activities for elementary-aged
children, teen book and chess clubs, and
book clubs geared to adults. More than
50% of Colleyville households have at
least one library card.

An Historic Moments In Time
Lost Facts of Texas History

The last battle in the Tarrant County area
b

etween  settlers
and Indians
fought by
expedition  under
the command of
General E.H.
Tarrant in May,
1841. General
Tarrant lead a group
of 69 men in the
Battle of Village
Creek. Most of the battlefield area is
located in the Lake Arlington area. The
plan was to attack a series of
Indian villages along the creek. The
villages belonged to the Caddo, Cherokee
and Tonkawa Indians. The battle didn't go
well for General Tarrant. His troops were
routed and he had to retreat, One of his
causalities was John B. Denton, for whom
Denton County was named. Three months
later, the Indians abandoned the area and
Tarrant County has been safe from attack
since then.

A one-time powerful Texas politician
tried to make his favorite flower, the
cactus flower, the Texas State Flower. He
ran into a little opposition when a large
group of ladies from prominent Texas
families spoke up for the bluebonnet,
including presenting an oil painting of that
flower to the legislators, and got the
bluebonnet designated as the state flower.
John Nance (Cactus Jack) Garner, lost his
bid for the cactus and went on to become

Vice President of the United States.

You probably
know that San
Antonio  was
settled by im-
migrants, and
you probably
think they were
from Spain, Not
true! San Anto-
nio was settled
by a group of islanders off the coast of
northwestern Africa. The Canary Islands
were a colony of Spain and in 1691, the
Marquis San Migual de Aguayo sent a
report to the King suggesting that 200
settlers be sent to San Antonio from Cuba
or the Canary Islands. The Spanish crown
thought that might be a good idea, so 40
years later in 1731 they sent 15 families
(65 people) to settle San Antonio. This
group joined the missionaries, soldiers
and ranchers to form the first
self-government. Called the Villa of San
Fernando de Bexar, the settlement was

named in honor of the King's son.

The contractor mixed and stabilized the road subgrade and laid asphalt sub-base from Dove Road
south to approximately the Vaquero Club Drive entrance. We
anticipate the contractor to start concrete paving in this section
within the next few weeks.
