1. Maintenance and Operations (M&O): The M&O rate is the portion of the tax rate that raises taxes for any lawful purpose other 
than debt service for which a taxing unit may spend property tax revenue. This rate accounts for such things as salaries, utilities and day-
to-day operations.
2. Debt: The debt tax rate includes the debt service necessary to pay the school district's debt payments in the coming year. This rate 
accounts for principal and interest on bonds and other debt secured by property tax revenue.
